B. Requirements

R1. If as part of an energy sharing agreement, a Balancing Authority schedules Interchange in duration of more than 60 minutes to replace one or more resources that are no longer available to serve load, the Sink Balancing Authority shall ensure that a Request for an Interchange is created within 60 minutes of the start of the scheduled interchange, and with a start time no greater than than 60 minutes beyond the resource loss. 
R2. If a Reliability Coordinator directs modification to an existing Confirmed Interchange for current or imminent reliability-related reasons, the Sink Balancing Authority shall ensure that a request to modify an Arranged Interchange reflecting that modification is created within 60 minutes of the start of the modification.

R3. If a Reliability Coordinator directs the scheduling of Interchange for current or imminent reliability-related reasons, the Sink Balancing Authority shall ensure that a Request for an Interchange is created create reflecting that Interchange schedule within 60 minutes of the start of the scheduled Interchange.
