4. Therefore, in order to afford additional time for consideration of this Notice 
of Penalty, as provided for in 18 C.F.R. § 39.7(e)(1), an extended time period until 
September 20, 2010 is hereby ordered for the limited purpose of further 
consideration of the Notice of Penalty.  If no further action is taken by the 
Commission by that date, the penalty will be deemed affirmed by operation of 
law.  To facilitate this consideration, I direct NERC and RFC to file responses to 
the enclosed requests for data and documents by August 19, 2010.  As appropriate, 
NERC and RFC may seek non-public treatment of information in the responses 
pursuant to sections 388.112 and 388.113 of the Commission’s regulations.3
